Known causes of Peripheral Neuropathy 

ÔCauses of peripheral neuropathy are: diabetes, pre 

diabetes, chemo therapy, statin drugs , alcohol abuse, 

kidney disease, liver disease, vitamin deficiency , injury, 

pinched nerves, AIDS, hypothyroidism, rheumatoid 

arthritis, atherosclerosis (hardening of the arteries), and 

carpal tunnel syndrome. It may also be passed down 

through your family. 



What is peripheral 
Neuropathy

Ô Neuro = Nerves

Ô Pathy = Sickness

Ô The peripheral nerves, which 
go from the arms to the hands 
and the legs to the feet, carry 
messages to and from the brain 
& spinal cord. 

Ô Main underlying cause of PN, 
lack of Nitric Oxide and 
circulation in the extremities 

Ô Your peripheral nerves are 
damaged and sending the 
wrong signals to the brain



The myelin sheath (fatty tissue) protecting your nerves 
are just like the insulation on electrical wires
